Fall Semester 2015
Forensics I is a semester course designed to familiarize students with the field of forensics. The goal is to have fun and inspire students to consider a broader study of sciences in the future. I look forward to an interesting and memorable class!
Supplies:  Students should come to class prepared with paper, pens, pencils and a binder or folder for handouts. 
Grading Policies:
· Quizzes/Tests/Projects: (60%) Group and individual quizzes and Case Study Summaries will be administered throughout the week. Individual tests will be given every unit. A midterm will be given at the end of the first quarter. A final will be given at the end of the second quarter. Group projects may be given periodically. 
· Homework/Classwork: (10%) Homework will rarely be given, but when given will have an important due date. Classwork is due in class by the end of the period. Classwork includes note taking, reading assignments, and practice problems. If classwork is not finished in class you will need to come after school for extra help to complete it. Late work may be accepted with penalty.
· Labs/Projects: (15%) Group lab write ups are due in class the day they are performed.  If the lab is marked incomplete, rewrite and resubmit the lab or the grade will remain a zero. Lab reports will be given a group grade.
· Participation: (15%) Participation credit depends on your attendance, punctuality, and participation. Students will lose one point out of a total for fifteen points if they are caught:
· Eating or drinking (except bottled water)
· Following unsafe lab practices 

· Late without a pass
· With electronic devices out or audible
· Cutting class 
· Not participating for the period

Review:  If at any time you feel that you are falling behind, you should attend extra help after school. I will be available every day until 2:00 and I can stay later if you give me 24 hours notice.
